Lesson Plan Guidelines
· Instructional units should be submitted no later than 4:00 p.m. on the due date.  Due dates are as follows:
· Trailblazers:  Monday, August 3, 2009
· Destinations: Friday, August 21, 2009

· Participants may create their lesson plans independently or with one partner at the same grade level.
· Participants will submit at least five lessons created as a direct result of your experiences in the travel program.  Lessons may create a longer “unit” of study combining two or more lessons or may be stand-alone lessons. Please observe the following minimums.
· One lesson should use a primary source (document, picture, newspapers, broadsides, cartoons, etc)
· One lesson should incorporate a cooperative group activity in which students create a product.  A rubric must be provided to assess the projects. 
· One lesson should incorporate an economic concept.
· One lesson should be biography-based

· One lesson should incorporate maps, map skills

· Two of the lessons should incorporate either PowerPoint or Microsoft PhotoStory 3 as a component of instruction. These two lessons are not separate and/or independent of other lessons.  For example, your primary source lesson could incorporate PowerPoint or your economic concepts lesson could incorporate a video you created.  (A technology training session will be held to assist in this requirement.)  
· Lesson plans should follow the provided template and other lesson plan information. (Download from the TAH website, (www.savannahtah.com).  Click on the Teacher Training link at the bottom of the page. 
· Provide clear, concise methods and directions for each learning activity. Each lesson should be specific enough to facilitate someone else teaching that lesson. 
· Include copies of all student activity reproducible materials and assessment instruments, including tests, rubrics, etc in electronic format.  If you need assistance in scanning materials that you do not already have in an electronic format, please contact Michelle Hodges at 651-2039. Scanned images or other images you are including must be to be inserted into a Word document  for them to be useable. 
· All material should be submitted on a CD. When you submit your CD there should be one folder on the CD.  Inside that folder should be all of your lesson plan folders and the lesson plan organizer.
