	Lesson Title: I Was Speechless:  The Case of the Missing Rights


	Prerequisite Knowledge: (What should students know prior to this lesson?) Students should know the Foundation of the Bill of Rights and its origination.  Why do we have the Bill of Rights and who created them?


	This lesson meets student learning objectives/standards in the following content areas:

	Instructional Objectives:   Students will be able to identify the terms of the Bill of Rights and explain what an amendment is.  Students will also be able to successfully interpret the meaning of each amendment to the Bill of Rights and work together cooperatively in a group.


	Rationale for topic: (Why is this important?) The Supreme Court hears many cases each year from people who feel as if their Civil Rights have been violated.  These are the rights that have been granted to us as individuals in the Bill of Rights.  The Court is responsible for ensuring the American people the promise of equal justice under the law.  It serves as guardian and interpreter of the Constitution. For without these rights, what state would the world be in today?


	Instructional strategies used: (direct instruction, collaborative groups, hands-on activities, other) 
This lesson involves viewing a two minute clip, brief whole group instruction, and collaborative groups.

	Procedures: (Instructional sequence) 

1. Have students view segment 3 Freedom of Speech:  I Was Speechless from unitedstreaming.com video Working Towards the Future.
2. After viewing video, discuss with class what happened in the segment and how they would have felt if they were the main character in the movie and their right of freedom of speech had been taken away.

3. Place students in groups.

4. Distribute a copy of the Bill of Rights to each student.

5. Explain to students that the goal of this lesson is to choose an amendment and create a short dramatization like the one presented in the video for us to decide which amendment they are dramatizing.
6. Give students about 20-30 mins. to prepare their skits.  Walk around monitoring and observing each group.  Ask and answer questions if necessary.

7. After all students are finished preparing their skits, allow them to present their skits to the class.  Have individual students or groups try to guess which amendment was presented and what clues helped them to arrive at their decision.  

8. Continue until all groups have presented.  The class may discuss amendments that may not have been presented.
